In order to identify the church as conservative in theology, and evangelical in spirit, we set forth this
general statement of fundamental beliefs:

2. We believe that there is only one God, eternally existent in three persons: Father, Son,
and Holy Spirit. (John 14:16, 17; Matthew 28:29, and Deuteronomy 6:4)

in His miracles, in His substitutionary and His atoning death through His shed blood,
in His bodily resurrection, in His ascension to the right hand of the Father, and in His
personal return in power and glory.

4. We believe that lost and sinful man must be saved, and that man’s only hope of
redemption is through the shed blood of Jesus Christ, the Son of God (Romans 3:23,
and 2 Peter 1:18, 19)
